- Appreciate quality Christian literature and be able to explain what
they've read.

- Improve their story comprehension and vocabulary skills as well as
increase their biblical knowledge.

- Be able to think critically about a story and apply the biblical lessons to

their daily lives.

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Description:

In this course, students will read eight books produced by Lamplighter
Ministries that will help to build character and strengthen their relationship
with Christ. We will spend 3-5 weeks reading and studying each book.
Students will answer discussion questions, which will help them to think

critically about story elements such as characters, plots, and themes.

Along with the discussion questions, students will also read and memorize
portions of Scripture and engage in guided biblical studies as they pertain to

the Christian themes woven throughout each book.

At the end of each book study, students will be required to write a short
350-500 word essay, summarizing one of the book’s main biblical themes and

how they can practically apply those truths to their own lives.

To conclude each semester, students will take an exam that will quiz their
knowledge of the five books studied (two exams for the year).

- Christie, the King's Servant by Mrs. O.F. Walton.
- The Giant Killer by A.L.O.E.

- My Golden Ship by Mary E. Ropes.

- Jack the Conqueror by Mrs. C.E. Bowen.

- Joseph’s Shield by Pansy.

- The White Knights by W.E. Cule.

- Bible (we will be using the NKJV in class)
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Recommended Class Materials:

Pen/highlighter and notebook

Course Topics:

Honesty, honoring parents, fighting/killing sin, modesty, envy/jealousy,
procrastination/laziness, sibling relationships, etc.

Assignment Structure:

Depending on the book, you will have anywhere between 3-8 chapters to read
each week, with the chapters varying in length. | recommend completing one
or more chapters each day, along with the corresponding study guide. Each
study guide will include discussion questions, definitions, and a Bible lesson.
During the last week of studying each book, you will write a short 350-500
word essay in proper format (introduction, body, and conclusion which will be
discussed further in class). If you devote a little time each day to this class and

submit your assignments on time, you'll do well!

Grading:

- Weekly Study Guides - 50% of final grade
- Essays, one per book (8 total) - 35% of final grade

- Exams, one per semester (2 total)- 15% of final grade
